Purpose of Event:
The Information School (iSchool) Spring Fling is an annual end-of-the-year celebration for the students, faculty, staff, and families of the iSchool. The event is organized by the Association of Library & Information Science Students (ALISS) and is traditionally held at an outdoor space on the UW campus, such as the Quad or the Sylvan Grove. This year, we would like to hold it at Rainier Vista, due to the site’s proximity to Mary Gates Hall, the home of the iSchool.

Food:

This year, food will be provided by UW Catering and by ALISS. We will rent tables, chairs, and a tent through a private company, who will deliver the equipment to the site.

Beverages:

We will be offering beer, as in years past. The area where alcoholic beverages is to be served will be cordoned off, and IDs will be checked by a licensed bartender. People who are of legal age will be identified by use of wristbands. The beer will be provided by a private vendor.
Entertainment: 

We have traditionally had a DJ for musical entertainment. Last year, there was a conflict with scheduled course exams, since the Spring Fling was held near classrooms on the Quad. This year, we hope to avoid this problem by holding the event away from classrooms on the Rainier Vista lawn. The music will be amplified through the use of two pre-amplified speakers and a monitor speaker. We will need an electrical hookup for this.

Equipment Needs:

The equipment we will need Physical Plant to provide includes an electrical hookup, which can be billed to ALISS. We will also need 2 trash receptacles, which we will be responsible for emptying.

Other Equipment:

As mentioned above, chairs, tables, and a tent will be rented from a private company, as will the speakers. UW Catering will provide the equipment they need for setup of the food they will provide, and ALISS will provide food & beverage service equipment for the remainder.
